 The scope of work includes the cost of all labor and materials for the supply and 

installation of six (6) photovoltaic streetlights.  The lights will be installed inside the New 

Embassy Compound (NEC) of the U.S. Embassy, Cotonou, Benin, in accordance with drawing 

#001 found in Attachment 1. Lamps will be centrally controlled from a remote location through 

the use of individual contactors at each light pole location as shown in the schematic in drawing 

#002, Attachment 2.  The power source for the contactors will be accomplished with an electrical 

tie-in (220V AC) at the electrical manhole indicated in drawing #001, Attachment 1.  Lamps will 

be also be individually controlled by timers at each light pole location as shown also in the 

schematic in drawing #002, Attachment 1.

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D.  INSPECTION AND ACCEPTANCE 

 

The COR, or his/her authorized representatives, will inspect from time to time the services being 

performed and the supplies furnished to determine whether work is being performed in a 

satisfactory manner, and that all supplies are of acceptable quality and standards. 

 

The Contractor shall be responsible for any countermeasures or corrective action, within the 

scope of this contract, which may be required by the Contracting Officer as a result of such 

inspection.

Upon notice by the 

Contractor that the work is substantially complete (a Request for Substantial Completion) and an 

inspection by the Contracting Officer or an authorized Government representative (including any 

required tests), the Contracting Officer shall furnish the Contractor a Certificate of Substantial 

Completion.  The certificate will be accompanied by a Schedule of Defects listing items of work 

remaining to be performed, completed or corrected before final completion and acceptance.  

Failure of the Contracting Officer to list any item of work shall not relieve the Contractor of 

responsibility for complying with the terms of the contract.  The Government's possession or use 

upon substantial completion shall not be deemed an acceptance of any work under the contract. 

 

D.2 FINAL COMPLETION AND ACCEPTANCE 

 

D.2.1  "Final completion and acceptance" means the stage in the progress of the work as
